COW #4: Drug Paraphernalia Ordinance
Motion by Whiting

Whiting moves to amend the definition of “Drug paraphernalia” contained in Section 223.210 to read as
follows:

223.210. Definitions.

Drug paraphernalia. The term "drug paraphernalia" means all equipment, products, and materials of any
kind which are used, intended for use, or designed for use, in manufacturing, injecting, ingesting, inhaling,
or otherwise introducing into the human body a controlled substance, other than marijuana, in violation
of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 152. The term includes, but is not limited to:

(1) Dilutants and adulterants, such as quinine hydrochloride, mannitol, mannite, dextrose and lactose,
used, intended for use, or designed for use in cutting controlled substances;

{3} Hypodermic syringes, needles, and other objects used, intended for use, and designed for use in
parenterally injecting controlled substances into the human body; and

(4 3) Objects used, intended for use, or designed for use in ingesting, inhaling, or otherwise introducing
marifdaha; cocaine;-hashish,-er-hashish-eil into the human body, which shall include but not be limited to

the following:

(a) Metal, wooden, acrylic, glass, stone, plastic, or ceramic pipes with or without screens, permanent
screens, hashish-heads, or punctured metal bowls;

(b) Water pipes;

(c) Carburetion tubes and devices;

(d) Smoking and carburetion masks;

£} Miniature cocaine spoons, and cocaine vials;
(g f) Chamber pipes;

(b g) Carburetor pipes;

(+ h) Electric pipes;
